Today’s feature composition is “The Syncopated Clock” by Leroy Anderson. Mr. Anderson used the tic toc block to create the sound of the clock. Today, listen carefully for the contrasting sounds. The tic-toc block plays short sounds, which we call staccato. The string instruments are playing much more smoothly, which we call legato. Mr. Anderson also gave his clock an alarm, which sounds a lot like a triangle but is actually played by a tuned bell. Enjoy the music!

Friday, January 8/10

Today’s feature composition is “The Syncopated Clock” by the American composer Leroy Anderson. Leroy Anderson is considered by many to be one of America's four greatest 20th century composers of instrumental music, alongside George Gershwin, Aaron Copland, and Charles Ives. The Grade 2’s will get to hear “The Syncopated Clock” performed live by the Winnipeg Symphony Orchestra when they go on their fieldtrip later this month. Today, pay close attention at the very end to see what happens. As the other instruments become involved, does the beat stay steady or does it speed up just a little bit? Enjoy the music!
