Structure
The test will have a variety of types of questions. There may be multiple choice, true or false, fill in the blank, matching, diagram labeling, definition or short answer questions. You should be prepared for all types of questions.

Content

Review all notes and handouts related to our unit on matter and scientific method (this includes any experiments we did in class). Pay close attention to the important information. Listed below are the key areas where you should focus.

· Four types of matter: what are they? how do the three main types of matter take up space?
· What is the scientific method? Know the steps in the process.

· What is density? Be able to identify the level of density in a diagram.

· What is a physical change in matter and provide an example

· What is a chemical change in matter and provide an example.

· What are direct and indirect observations and how are they different?

· Choose an object and describe its properties (using at least three different senses)

· Explanation of any experiments we have done in class (density model and egg experiment)
· Be able to clearly and accurately label a diagram.

Preparation Strategies

· Create your own test questions. Think like a teacher. 

· Have someone quiz you on your notes and handouts.

· Memorize out loud(increases your likelihood of remembering information.

· Make jot notes. Writing information increases the likelihood that you will remember it.

· Associate the information you need to memorize with things you already know.
